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OFFICE OF LIBRARY SERVICES 
The Institute of Museum and Library Services is the 
primary source of federal funding for America’s libraries 
and museums. The Office of Library Services makes  
grants to libraries of all types and sizes across the nation 
each year.

Through the Grants to States program, more than 
$160 million is distributed among State Library 
Administrative Agencies in every every state and  
U.S. territory each year, based on population.

In 2019, IMLS also invested more than $28 million in 
discretionary or competitive grants, funding 329 projects 
to help libraries and archives better serve the public.
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Library grants also went to U.S. Territories and Freely Associated States in the Pacific, including: 
American Samoa, Guam, Northern Marianas, Marshall Islands, Micronesia, and Palau.

Through the Library Services and Technology Act, IMLS Grants to 
States provides funding to 59 State Library Administrative Agencies. 
The program is the largest source of federal investments in U.S. public 
libraries.

Grants to States funds support vital services across the nation, meeting 
the needs of children, caregivers, teenagers, adults, senior citizens, the 
un- and under-employed, and the business community.

In recent years, 37 percent of Grants to States projects indicated a focus 
on rural areas, with programming in diverse areas such as workforce 
development, early learning, and STEM.
