= |MLS is the primary source of federal support for
the nation’s libraries and museums.

IMLS Authorization and

Budget

IMLS was reauthorized in 2018 by the Museum and Library
Services Act.

The IMLS FY20 budget is $252 million.

* For purposes of funding under this program, “Indian tribe”
means any tribe, band, nation, or other organized group or
community, including any Alaska native village, regional
corporation, or village corporation (as defined in, or established
pursuant to, the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act %43 U.S.C.
1601 et seq.)), which is recognized by the Secretary of the
Interior as eligible for the special programs and services
provided by the United States to Indians because of their status
as Indians. A list of eligible entities is available from the Bureau
of Indian Affairs
